Schedule of Environmentally Significant Activities
In exercise of the powers conferred on me by subsection 21(2) of the Environment Act 1999, acting in accordance with the advice of the Cabinet, I hereby amend the schedule by repealing the existing schedule and substituting:

Activities involving significant coastal and marine impact

· extraction of aggregates, stones or shingles, sand, reef mud and beach rock—

for commercial purposes;

for construction work; or

in excess of 200 kilograms per year;

· clearance of live corals, mangroves and seagrass

for construction or development work;

· construction work below the high water mark 
· construction of seawalls
· land reclamation
· construction of causeways
· establishment of boat channels
· dredging

Activities requiring significant materials 

· brick and tile manufacture
· landfilling
Activities involving significant waste products

· keeping or producing more than 10 pigs or 20 chickens
· operation of landfills

· copra processing
· operation of waste disposal plants including recycling and collection systems;

· commercial building, servicing and repair of vehicles, vessels and aircraft

· food processing facilities, canning, bottling and other commercial packaging of food

· beverage production or processing in excess of 200 litres per week

· commercial tanning and dyeing

· chemical treatment of timber

· manufacture of paper and pulp

· manufacture of cement and lime

· operation of a hotel, tourism resorts or estates (commercial accommodation with more than 10 units)
· operation of restaurant
· operation of desalination plants

· operation of waste incinerators

· operation of utility or industrial boilers
· intensive fish farming activities
· operation of agricultural industries.

Activities using significant natural resources

· the collection of fish to be used as pet fish
· collection in Kiribati waters of an organism that is intended to be exported

· pearl farming
· commercial logging operations

Activities involving harmful chemicals

· storage or transport of more than 1000 litres of petroleum, not including petroleum in standard fuel tanks of conveyances
· operation of gas station

· manufacturing and moulding of plastic or fibreglass
· pesticide production 

· use of pesticides in a commercial operation

· storage, handling, or disposal of (expired) pharmaceuticals
· fertiliser manufacture

·  use of fertiliser

· use of hydroponic systems in a commercial operation

Activities involving a significant alteration of the environment

· any agricultural activity covering more than 10,000 square metres
· operation of a golf course
Other environmentally significant activities
· operation of a facility—

(i)
that generates power for commercial purposes; or

(ii)
that has a total expected power generation capacity of 100 kilowatts or more;

· use or extraction of more than 5000 litres of water per day
· operation of drainage, disposal or sewerage systems
· operation of fish ponds / aquaculture
· extraction of minerals and mining
· production of metals

· activities involving radio-active materials
· oil refining

· operation of an airport

· operation of a hospital
· operation of ports and harbours
· construction of settlements of more than 10 houses

· voyage of a vessel registered outside Kiribati, with a passenger capacity greater than 25 people, to any place within Kiribati other than a established port.
